Family Stories Project 
 

Following our recent worship experiences focusing on ñSharing Our Storiesò, 
several people mentioned how much they wish their parents or grandparents 
had told them stories of their lives. 

Others talked of steps theyôd taken to assure their stories would be handed 
down to their family members. These conversations gave me an idea.   

Iôd like Grace to make it easy for anyone whoôd like to preserve those memories. Hereôs my evolving 
plané 

The church owns a couple of small video cameras with which volunteers could help participants rec-
ord important stories to share with their family members.  Participants would reserve hour-long time 
slots.  The volunteers would do a quick sound/video check, press ñrecordò on the camera, then 
leave the room so the participant(s) could record their memories in private.  When the session is 
over, volunteers would give the participant the recording to do with as they wish.  This would be the 
ONLY recording, Grace would not keep a copy. 

Iôm looking first for a couple of volunteers to staff the recording ses-
sions (again, theyôd not be in the room once recording starts unless 
requested).  The cameras are easy to operateéeven _I_ can do it!  
Weôll provide training. 

Next, of course, we need participants who want to preserve their 
memories.  These might be individuals, couples, families, etc.   These 
recordings could even be ñvideo Christmas Cardsò (assuming we can 
get the pieces in place relatively soon).   

Participants might want to prepare ñscriptsò to organize their 
thoughtséor simply ñfree-styleò their sharing.  Iôll be writing some 
possible ñsentence startersò for anyone who might want some help in 

putting their memories togetheréthings like, ñWhat are some of your favorite childhood memories?ò, 

ñWhat are some experiences which truly shaped your life or changed the direction of your life?ò, 

ñHow did you meet the person who became your spouse?ò, ñWhere have you lived?ò, ñIf youôve 
moved, what prompted those movesò, ñWhat was your first job?ò, ñWhat was your favorite/least fa-
vorite job?ò, etc.
